Corpus Christi Children’s Choir Requirements 

 
Students must turn in a completed, signed permission form before singing at Mass or participating in 

rehearsals after school. 

 
Rehearsals will take place every Wednesday afternoon from 3:15-4:00 PM BEGINNING 

Wednesday, September 16th, in Room 12 of the school, or on occasion in St Anthony Church. Choir 
members are expected to attend rehearsals. Exceptions will be made on a case by case basis.  

 
Parents are asked to send in or email a note to Dr. Mike to inform of any anticipated absences from 

rehearsals.  
 

Attendance will be taken at each meeting and compared to the school’s attendance for that day and 

any excuse forms already turned in. 
 

Children will proceed to the cafeteria at dismissal time and will be led as a group to Room 12 or to the 
Church for rehearsal. 

 
There will be enough time for a quick snack only before rehearsal.  However, water bottles may be 

used throughout the rehearsals. 
 

Students will be walked either to the front of the school or the Extended Day Room at the end of the 

rehearsal. 
 

Parents must pick up their children from the front of the school at 4:00 PM, or the students will be 
sent to Extended Day where charges may accrue. 

 
Two or three parent volunteers will be needed for helping to plan all choir activities and events. Also, 

parent volunteers are welcome to help with each rehearsal on a rotating basis. Any interested parents 
should indicate their interest on the attached parental permission form.   

 

Appropriate behavior is expected at all rehearsals and Masses. Possible consequences of inappropriate 
behavior include a week or month-long probation or dismissal from the choir and possibly demerits. 

 
Choir members must maintain acceptable academic achievement. Students with serious academic 

deficiencies may also be put on probation or be dismissed from the choir.
